The Passport to Success Program is designed to encourage parental involvement in student education. Parents can receive rewards for participating and becoming more involved in their children’s academic and social development.
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What is the Passport Program?

Parents involved in the program receive a blank passport to fill with stamps. Stamps are given when parents attend a qualifying activity/event. As stamps are collected, levels are reached and rewards are given. 

Who can get a passport?

Parents with children in Natrona County School District #1

Where to sign up for the passport program?

Passports are available at one of the Family Resource Centers located at: Mt. View Elementary or Frontier Middle School

What are passport levels and rewards?
Level 1: 5 stamps- Game for the family: Monopoly/Clue/Sorry

Level 2: 10 stamps- Gift certificate for family: dinner for family at local restaurant ($50 value)

Level 3: 20 stamps- Family night pack: movie rentals, snacks, pizza, and ice cream ($100 value)

How to get stamps in the passport?

By attending the qualifying events/activities passport holders can receive stamps. Attending activities that are not provided by the Family Resource Centers or one of its partners will require a signature with date and activity. Or stamps can be obtained by bringing a program/agenda to the Family Resource Center Advocates at one of the Family Resource Center Locations.
